Qualifications. Candidates must have an earned PhD in Language/Linguistics, Haitian or
Francophone Studies, Pedagogy (FLE) from an accredited institution; native or near-native



fluency in Haitian Creole/French and English (oral and written); excellent undergraduate teaching
experience; an active research agenda.
